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I. By the Commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On August 18, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application seeking approval of a new 200 MW Wind Energy Purchase Agreement between Limon Wind II, LLC, and Public Service.  On the same date, Public Service filed a Motion to Shorten Notice and Intervention Period and to Expedite Review of Application.

2. By Decision No. C11-0918, issued August 26, 2011, the Commission noticed the application and set an intervention deadline of September 2, 2011.  The Commission scheduled a pre-hearing conference to consider an expedited procedural schedule on September 13, 2011 by Decision No. C11-0957, issued September 2, 2011.

3. The following persons, corporations, and entities timely filed petitions to intervene in this matter:  Ms. Leslie Glustrom; Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest); NextEra Energy Resources, LLC (NextEra); Noble Energy Inc. and EnCana Oil and Gas (USA) (Noble/EnCana); Western Resource Advocates (WRA); and Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P. (CF&I/Climax).

4. In addition, the following entities filed notices of intervention of right:  the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).

5. We find that NextEra, Noble/EnCana, WRA, and CF&I/Climax each demonstrate a pecuniary or tangible interest that could be substantially affected by this docket, and we find that no other party would adequately represent their interests.  Therefore, we will grant these petitions for intervention.

6. We find that Interwest and Ms. Glustrom each failed to demonstrate a pecuniary or tangible interest that could be substantially affected by this docket and failed to demonstrate that no other party would adequately represent their interests.  We will allow Interwest and Ms. Glustrom to supplement their petitions for intervention on or before noon on September 12, 2011.

7. We acknowledge the OCC and Staff notices of intervention of right.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Motion to Intervene of NextEra Energy Resources, LLC, filed on September 1, 2011, is granted.

2. The Motion to Intervene of Noble Energy Inc. and EnCana Oil and Gas (USA), filed on September 2, 2011, is granted. 

3. The Petition for Leave to Intervene of Western Resource Advocates, filed on September 2, 2011, is granted. 

4. The Petition to Intervene of Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P., filed on September 2, 2011, is granted.

5. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Commission Staff timely filed notices of intervention of right.

6. On or before noon on September 12, 2011, Leslie Glustrom and Interwest Energy Alliance may each file a supplement to their petitions for intervention.
