I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On August 15, 2011, Qwest Corporation (Qwest), filed Advice Letter No. 3117 (attached as Exhibit 1).  

2. Qwest stated that the purpose of this filing is compliance with Decision 
No. R11-0526 in Docket No. 07A-211T, issued May 16, 2011.  This filing proposes to replace 
the material in Qwest’s Local Network Interconnection and Service Resale Tariff, Colorado P.U.C. No. 22, in its entirety as it exists today as amended with the doing business as CenturyLink QC name change in Advice Letter No. 3115 First Amended.  Qwest requests an effective date of September 15, 2011. 

3. Qwest also states that the P.U.C. No. 22 tariff continues to conform to the format requirements set out in Decision No. C02-0627 issued by the Commission in Docket 
No. 02V-248T on May 30, 2002.

4. On September 1, 2011, Staff of the Commission (Staff) submitted a Protest Letter and Request for Hearing of the instant tariff.

5. Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff page(s) for hearing which will suspend the effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the suspension period of 120 days, or January 13, 2012, the tariff page(s) filed by Qwest may become effective.  

6. Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariff page(s) for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff page(s) for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, until April 12, 2012.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariff page(s) for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before April 12, 2012, the tariff page(s) filed by Qwest may become effective.

B. Findings of Fact

7. The Commission finds good cause to suspend the tariff page(s) and set this matter for hearing.  Staff, in its Protest Letter, raises numerous issue of whether Advice Letter No. 3117, complies with Colorado Revised Statutes, Commission Rules, and previous Commission decisions.  These issues raised by Staff warrant further investigation.

8. We will refer the matter to an Administrative Law Judge.  We further direct the Administrative Law Judge to set a hearing date and establish other procedures by separate order.

9. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariff page(s) shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposed effective date, September 15, 2011, of the tariff page(s) filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) with Advice Letter No. 3117 is suspended for 120 days, until January 13, 2012, or until further order of the Commission.

2. This matter is referred to an Administrative Law Judge.  The Administrative Law Judge shall set this matter for hearing and establish other procedures by separate order.

3. Any person, firm, or corporation including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariff pages, who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 30 days after the mailing date of this Order, and shall serve a copy of the motion on Qwest.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
