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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Aza Adult Daycare, LLC (Aza Adult Daycare), in Docket No. 11A-486BP.

2. On June 6, 2011, Aza Adult Daycare filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  In the application, Aza Adult Daycare requests to transport Medicaid clients between points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, and Denver, State of Colorado.

3. Rule 6203(XI) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 requires an applicant seeking contract carrier authority to submit with its application a letter signed by each proposed customer.  The application filed by Aza Adult Daycare did not include a letter from any proposed customer.

4. On June 10, 2011, pursuant to Rule 1303(b)(II) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, Commission Staff (Staff) mailed a letter to Aza Adult Daycare notifying it of the specific deficiencies of the application filed in Docket No. 11A-486BP.
5. On July 25, 2011, Sabar Abaas and Aaza Abaas, owners of Aza Adult Daycare, filed a letter requesting an extension of 30 days to submit the required letter of support.

6. On August 5, 2011, the Commission, by Decision No. C11-0852, granted Aza Adult Daycare an extension of time of 30 days to correct the deficiencies identified by Staff in Docket No. 11A‑486BP.  The extension of time expired on September 6, 2011.

7. Aza Adult Daycare did not submit a letter of support from any proposed customer by September 6, 2011.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Aza Adult Daycare, LLC, in Docket No. 11A-486BP is deemed incomplete, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and Rule 1303(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, and is dismissed without prejudice.

2. Docket No. 11A-486BP is closed.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
