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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 9, 2011, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Denver Yellow Cab), filed an Application for authority to publish Supplement No. 20 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.
2. Denver Yellow Cab may, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 2378, provide taxi service between all points located within a radius of 16 miles of 16th and Champa Streets in Denver Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

3. Denver Yellow Cab, in Supplement No. 20 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, proposes to offer a $2.00 discount for taxi service for a period beginning on September 23, 2011, and continuing through October 1, 2011.

4. In support of the request for the $2.00 discount coupon, Denver Yellow Cab states:

Colorado Cab requests approval for a $2.00 discount coupon for taxi service under CPCN No. 2378 during the Denver Beer Fest which is sponsored by Visit Denver.  The Denver Beer Fest will occur from September 23 through October 1, 2011, which is the period when the $2.00 coupons will be valid.

…

The Beer Fest will involve a variety of events, including beer tastings, brewer competitions, brewery open houses, and other promotional events by participating restaurants, brew pubs, taverns and bars.  Numerous restaurants, brew pubs, taverns, bars, places of lodging and other facilities are holding events in connection with the Denver Beer Fest.

…

Coinciding with the Denver Beer Fest, a national convention of beer brewers called the Great American Beer Festival will be held at the Denver Convention Center from September 29 through October 1, 2011.  According to its website, 49,000 people representing 465 brewers will be attending.

…

Of particular relevance to the Commission, Colorado Cab is proposing to offer $2.00 discount coupons for taxi service during the Denver Beer Fest which coincides with the Great American Beer Festival.  The passenger will present the coupon to the driver at the end of each trip for a $2.00 discount off the otherwise applicable fare.

5. In support of the request for the implementation of the $2.00 discount coupon on less-than-statutory notice, Denver Yellow Cab states:

Approval on less than 30 days notice is appropriate because the Denver Beer Fest begins in two weeks.  Colorado Cab just recently completed the coupon design and distribution arrangements with Visit Denver in order to provide the Commission with the final details for consideration of this application.

6. Rule 6206(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to approve an application to amend a  tariff or time schedule on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

7. The Commission finds that Denver Yellow Cab has shown good cause to approve the proposed changes in Supplement 20 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2.
II. ORDER 
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposal filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Denver Yellow Cab), to allow it to publish Supplement No. 20 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted in part.
2. Denver Yellow Cab shall publish Supplement No. 20 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.  Supplement No. 20 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, unless canceled, may remain in effect through October 1, 2011.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
