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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On August 1, 2011, ADaWeld Transportation Services, doing business as Veteran's Cab of Brighton/Ft Lupton &/or Brighton Taxi (ADaWeld), filed an application requesting permission to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55802 from July 29, 2011 to January 29, 2012.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 15, 2011.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. On September 2, 2011, ADaWeld filed a letter requesting that the application to suspend be withdrawn.

5. In accordance with 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1309, Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission finds that good cause exists for the withdrawal since it is in the public interest to have the authority under CPCN PUC No. 55802 remain active and operational.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion of ADaWeld Transportation Services, doing business as Veteran’s Cab of Brighton/Ft Lupton &/or Brighton Taxi to withdraw its application to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55802 in Docket 
No. 11A-634CP-Suspension is granted.
2. This Docket is closed.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
