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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time to File Construction and Maintenance Agreement (Motion) filed by the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) on September 23, 2011, requesting an additional 60 days of time to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement.  

2. As grounds, BNSF states that a signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement was to be filed on September 26, 2011.  BNSF and Pueblo County have agreed on the compensation for the easement required for the new crossing location and are currently working on the exhibits to the Construction and Maintenance Agreement.  Once the exhibits are complete, both BNSF and Pueblo County will need time to obtain signatures, and will need time to obtain signatures from the Colorado Department of Transportation, the administrator of the federal funds being used for this project.  BNSF believes this work can be accomplished within the next 60 days.

3. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the Motion pursuant to the discussion above.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Construction and Maintenance Agreement filed by the BNSF Railway Company on September 23, 2011 is granted.  The parties shall be allowed until November 25, 2011 to file the Signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement.
