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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Exceptions to Commission Decision No. R11-0859 (Exceptions) and Motion to Stay Decision Pending Completion of the Transfer Case (Motion) filed by Casino Coach, Inc. (Casino Coach) and Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC (Colorado Coach Transportation), on August 26, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Exceptions to Decision No. R11-0859 in part and deny the Motion.

B. Findings

2. Until recently, Casino Coach held Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55667, under which it was authorized to transport passengers in scheduled service between points in Denver and Boulder, on the one hand, and points in Black Hawk and Central City, on the other hand.

3. On January 11, 2011, in Docket No. 11A-018CP, Casino Coach filed an emergency temporary application and a temporary application to allow Colorado Coach Transportation to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 55667.  The emergency temporary application was granted on January 28, 2011, by Decision No. C11-0102.  The temporary authority application was granted on January 28, 2011, by Decision No. C11-0105.

4. Casino Coach also filed an application in Docket No. 11A-018CP to permanently transfer CPCN PUC No. 55667 to Colorado Coach Transportation.  On February 25, 2011, the Commission issued Decision No. C11-0212, which decision authorized the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 55667 and set forth certain compliance requirements to be completed prior to the commencement of operations by Colorado Coach Transportation.

5. Casino Coach and Colorado Coach Transportation were advised by Ordering Paragraph No. 6 of Decision No. C11-0212 that they had 60 days within which to complete the requirements listed therein.  Decision No. C11-0212 became effective on its mailed date of February 25, 2011.  Therefore, Casino Coach and Colorado Coach Transportation had until April 26, 2011, to complete these requirements.

6. Casino Coach and Colorado Coach Transportation did not complete the requirements within the permitted time period.  Thus, Docket No. 11A-018CP was administratively closed after the expiration of the 60-day period, and the Commission’s records continued to identify Casino Coach as the holder of CPCN PUC No. 55667.

7. As a result of the closing of Docket No. 11A-018CP, the Commission, on July 22, 2011, issued Casino Coach an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing
 for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  

8. Following a hearing held on August 8, 2011, an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Decision No. R11-0859 on August 9, 2011.  In this decision, the ALJ found that CPCN PUC No. 55667 should be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  The timely filing of the Exceptions by Casino Coach and Colorado Coach Transportation on August 26, 2011, stayed the revocation of CPCN PUC No. 55667.  Therefore the revocation of CPCN PUC No. 55667 has not taken effect.

9. Casino Coach and Colorado Coach Transportation also filed a motion to reopen in Docket No. 11A-018CP-Transfer on August 26, 2011.  The Commission granted the motion to reopen in Docket No. 11A-018CP on September 16, 2011, by Decision No. C11-1004.

10. Casino Coach and Colorado Coach Transportation completed the compliance requirements set forth in Decision No. C11-0212 on October 5, 2011.  The transfer of CPCN PUC No. 55667 from Casino Coach to Colorado Coach Transportation was acknowledged by the Commission on October 6, 2011.
C. Conclusions

11. The permanent transfer of CPCN PUC No. 55667 from Casino Coach to Colorado Coach Transportation has been completed.  Casino Coach no longer holds.CPCN PUC No. 55667.  Therefore, Casino Coach is not required to to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.

12. Decision No. R11-0859 should therefore be amended to show that CPCN PUC No. 55667 is not revoked.  The motion to stay Decision No. R11-0859 is denied as moot.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Exceptions to Commission Decision No. R11-0859 filed by Casino Coach, Inc. (Casino Coach) and Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC (Colorado Coach Transportation), on August 26, 2011, are granted in part.

2. Decision No. R11-0859 is amended to show that Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55667 is not revoked.
3. The Motion to Stay Decision Pending Completion of the Transfer Case filed by Casino Coach and Colorado Coach Transportation on August 26, 2011, is denied as moot.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
