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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 7, 2011, Spring Cab LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Spring Cab or Applicant), filed an application for authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55797. 

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on October 11, 2011.

3. On October 12, 2011, R. Gregory Haller entered his appearance on behalf of Spring Cab and filed a Motion for Order to Shorten the Intervention Period (Motion).
4. The Motion cited Rule 1003(d), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Rules of Practice and Procedure, which allows the Commission to grant a waiver or variance in cases of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis. 

5. Applicant seeks a variance from Rule 1206(a)(d), 4 CCR 723-1, which provides that unless shortened by Commission order or rule, the intervention period for notice mailed by the Commission shall expire 30 days after the mailing date. 

B. Findings of Fact

6. Applicant’s Motion states that Spring Cab believes that only one other taxicab  service in Colorado will be affected by Spring Cab’s application for extension of authority, and allowing the normal time to intervene will cause Spring Cab financial hardship. 

7. However, there is more than one taxicab service that holds current authority over the geographic areas impacted by Spring Cab’s application for an extension.  

8. If Applicant’s Motion were granted, the application for extension of authority would be renoticed to the public on October 24, 2011, and would be on notice through November 3, 2011. The application is currently on notice through November 10, 2011. 

C. Conclusions

9. More than one holder of a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity could object to Spring Cab’s application for an extension. 

10. Granting this Motion would result in only a seven-day time savings to Applicant, and given the relatively small time savings and the number of possible interveners, granting this Motion would not be in the public interest, therefore the Motion is denied. 

11. The denial of this Motion creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent authority application.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Shorten the Intervention Period filed by Spring Cab LLC, doing business as Spring Cab is denied.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
