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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C11-0491 in Docket 
No. 11A-362CP-TA mailed on May 6, 2011, filed by Teller Country Cab, LLC (Teller Country Cab), on October 19, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the extension of the temporary authority.
2. On April 21, 2011, Teller Country Cab filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in call-and-demand taxi service between all points within a 25-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 24 and Colorado Highway 67 in Woodland Park, Colorado.  The Commission gave notice of the application on April 25, 2011.
B. Findings of Fact

3. Teller Country Cab’s application for termporary authority was granted, in part, by Decision No. C11-0491 on May 4, 2011.  Teller Country Cab was granted temporary authority to provide taxi service between points in Teller County for a period of 180 days commencing on May 4, 2011.  The 180 day period expires on November 2, 2011.
4. In the request submitted on October 19, 2011, Ms. Boni Nims, a co-owner of Teller Country Cab states:
I … request an extension of the Temporary Authority granted by Decision No. C11-0491 in Docket No. 11A-362CP-TA until the application for permanent Authority be completed and granted to Teller Green Transportation, LLC Docket No. 11A-562CP.  I am in the process of compliance and possible exceptions in Decision No. R11-1069-I
 in Docket No. 11A-562CP which most likely will exceed the current expiration date of the temporary authority.  The taxi service area is for the same authority for both companies but I as owner to both will continue service as Teller Green Transportation, LLC once the permanent is granted.

5. Teller Green Transportation, LLC, doing business as Teller Cab (Teller Green)
 filed an application to provide taxi service between all points within a 25-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 24 and Colorado Highway 67 in Woodland Park, Colorado on June 29, 2011, in Docket No. 11A-562CP.  The Commission gave notice of this application on July 5, 2011.

6. On October 12, 2011, an administrative law judge in Recommended Decision No. R11-1093 granted Teller Green permanent authority, subject to certain named restrictions, to provide taxi service between all points within a 25-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 24 and Colorado Highway 67 in Woodland Park, Colorado.  Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of Decision No. R11-1093 set forth certain requirements to be completed by Teller Green prior to the commencement of operations.

7. Teller Green may not begin the operations under the authority granted by Decision No. R11-1093 until it has completed the requirements named in Ordering Paragraph No. 5.
C. Conclusions
8. The temporary authority granted to Teller Country Cab by Decision No. C11-0491 expires on November 2, 2011.  If Teller Green does not complete the terms of Decision 
No. R11-1093 prior to November 2, 2011, the permanent authority may not be issued before the expiration of the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C11-0491.  Therefore, the Commission finds that Teller Country Cab has shown good cause to extend the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C11-0491.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for an extension of the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C11-0491 in Docket No. 11A-362CP-TA filed on October 19, 2011, by Teller Country Cab, LLC (Teller Country Cab), is granted.
2. The temporary authority granted to Teller Country Cab for a 180-day period commencing on May 4, 2011, by Decision No. C11-0491 is extended until the permanent authority granted to Teller Green Transportation, LLC, doing business as Teller Cab by Decision No. R11-1093 is issued or until Docket No. 11A-562CP is dismissed.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
