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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On October 11, 2011, Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. (Applicant) filed an Application for New Temporary Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  Applicant requests temporary authority for 90 days.
2. In an amendment filed on October 21, 2011, Applicant requests the following:
For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers in scheduled service and call-and-demand limousine service 
between the Permit Lodging Shuttle Stops in Breckenridge, Colorado, on the one hand, and points in the Towns of Alma, Blue River, and Fairplay, Colorado, on the other hand.
3. The Commission gave notice of the application on October 24, 2011.

4. On October 28, 2011, Rainbows Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI, and Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC filed interventions opposing the grant of this application.
5. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no such service capable of meeting the need.”
6. Applicant must meet a two-fold test:  first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

7. In support of the temporary authority application, Applicant filed an amendment to its application on October 21, 2011, stating that the public has an immediate and urgent need for the proposed service “to be operational before the ski resorts open on November 4.”  Applicant also filed a supplement to its application on October 31, 2011, stating that “[g]ranting Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. authority to operate will not duplicate nor overlap any current surrounding area shuttle service’s authority.”

8. On October 19, 2011, Applicant filed a letter of public support from Fred Boyce, Mayor of the Town of Fairplay, which states that “there currently is no available shuttle service that meets the demands of our residents, most of whom commute daily to Summit County for employment.”
9. On October 19, 2011, Applicant filed a letter of public support from Michael Ridolfi, Manager of Blue River Condominiums, which states that “[t]he services provided by Blue River shuttles LLC, will fill a void in transportation in our community and it will help to alleviate traffic problems on the HWY 9 corridor in Blue River and over Hoosier Pass.”
10. On October 20, 2011, Applicant filed a letter of public support from Miles Gifford, General Manager of Skier’s Edge Condominium Association, which states that “there are no transportation services in this area for the guests and owners of this resort.”
11. On October 31, 2011, Applicant filed a letter of public support from Lindsay Backas, Blue River Mayor, which states that “[c]urrently if there is a shuttling service available, they do not meet the demands of this community’s public transportation needs.”
C. Conclusions

12. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services exists, and there is no other carrier capable of providing the service.

13. Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

14. This application for temporary authority is in the public interest and will be granted.

15. Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. is granted temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for a period of 90 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Order.

2. Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

3. Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($5) for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; (c) filed a time schedule, advice letter, and tariff on not less than five days’ notice to the Commission.  The time schedule, advice letter and tariff shall initiate a new 
Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules (see http://www.dora.state.co.us/puc/trans/TransFilingTariff.htm).  In calculating the proposed effective date, the date received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee ($5); and, (e) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance with the above requirements and may begin service.
4. If Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
