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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On September 21, 2011, Medicaid Express Transportation LLC, doing business as Helping Hands Transportation Services filed an application for approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9933 to Heaven Wheels Transportation LLC.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 26, 2011.  

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. Transfers of Authority must satisfy the requirements of Commission Rule 6205, Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  

In particular, Rule 6205(c)(XVI) requires a statement of facts upon which the applicants rely to show that the application should be granted, including a showing that the transferor has not abandoned the authority or allowed the authority to become dormant; that the transferor is engaged in bona fide operations under its authority; and that the transfer is not contrary to the public interest. 

5. Transferor Medicaid Express Transportation LLC, doing business as Helping Hands transportation is not engaged in bona fide operations under its authority. Transferee Heaven Wheels Transportation LLC was not able to prove that it would be able to resume operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9933 if the transfer was granted. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on November 2, 2011, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application filed by Medicaid Express Transportation LLC, doing business as Helping Hands Transportation Services for approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit 
No. B-9933 to Heaven Wheels Transportation LLC, is denied.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
