I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Verified Application for Approval of Updated Components Related to the Calculation of the Electric Commodity Adjustment (Application) filed on November 1, 2011, by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company).  Public Service also requests a shortened notice and response time within its Application.  The Application is available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.  This Order is the notice that the application has been filed.  
2. Public Service contends that, for the cost updating process envisioned by Decision Nos. C06-1379, Docket No. 06S-234E, issued December 1, 2006, and C09-1446 Docket No. 09AL-299E, issued December 24, 2009, to work, the Commission needs to review and approve (or modify) the rate components in this Application no later than November 30, 2011.  The rate components can then be incorporated into the Company’s first quarter 2011 ECA Application that will be filed with the Commission on or around December 15, 2011.  Public Service proposes that the notice period for the Application be shortened to 7 days and response time to the Application be shortened to 22 days, allowing the rate components to be reviewed and approved (or modified) no later than November 30, 2011.

3. Public Service states that it is serving the Application electronically on counsel for all parties who participated in Docket No. 09AL-299E, the most recent docket addressing the Company’s ECA.  

4. Being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the requests for shortened notice and response time.  The notice period to the Application is shortened to 7 days, or until November 16, 2011, and response time to the Application is shortened to 19 days, or until November 28, 2011 (as the requested response time of 22 days would not allow the Commission to review and rule upon the Application on or before November 30, 2011).  

II. Order
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The requests for shortened notice and response time contained within the Verified Application for Approval of Updated Components Related to the Calculation of the Electric Commodity Adjustment (Application) filed on November 1, 2011, by Public Service Company of Colorado are granted.

2. The notice period to the Application is shortened to 7 days, or until November 16, 2011, and response time to the Application is shortened to 19 days, or until November 28, 2011.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.
