I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time to Submit Advice Letter and Accompanying Tariff Sheets and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion), filed by Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Grizzly Peak) on November 16, 2011.

2. Grizzly Peak explains that, on November 14, 2011, the District Court of San Juan County (Court) ruled, in Case No. 2009CV07, that the personal property sold at the sheriff’s sale under the judgment and decree of foreclosure was not properly advertised, in accordance with the strict statutory requirements.  This judgment and degree of foreclosure includes the water and sewer Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity. The Court also found that the only way 
to address the failure to properly advertise the property is to vacate the sale and to order a new one.  The Court did not find that the original sale was unconscionable or shocking and did not change the scope of the foreclosure previously ordered on November 23, 2009.  The Court set forth a schedule pursuant to which the new sale and certain preliminary steps will occur.  The Court also found that, in light of its decision to order a new sale, the receiver was still needed.  

3. In its Motion, Grizzly Peak asks for an extension of time of 90 days to file an advice letter for the combined water and sewer tariff in this docket, in light of the November 14, 2011 order.  Grizzly Peak expresses its intent to bid on the assets at the new foreclosure sale and, if successful, requests that the Commission reaffirm its transfer decision issued in Docket No. 10A-168W.  Grizzly Peak states that, while it is confident it will ultimately submit a successful bid for the acquisition of the assets that will be subject to the new foreclosure resale, such result cannot be guaranteed at this time.  It also states that no party in this docket opposes the Motion.

4. Being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion and to waive response time thereto.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to Submit Advice Letter and Accompanying Tariff Sheets and for Waiver of Response Time, filed by Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC on November 16, 2011 is granted and response time thereto is waived.
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
