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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time to File Objections to the Recommended Decision of the Administrative Law Judge (Motion) filed by the City of Longmont (Longmont) on November 21, 2011.

2. As grounds, Longmont states that it has requested a transcript of the hearing in this matter.  Court Reporter Jim Midyett has informed Longmont that the transcript will not be available until December 5, 2011.  Additionally, Longmont’s Counsel will be out of the country on a previously scheduled vacation from December 2 through December 28, 2011.  Longmont requests up to and including January 10, 2012 to file Exceptions to the Recommended Decision.

3. Longmont has conferred with BNSF Railway (BNSF) Counsel and BNSF does not oppose the Motion.  Longmont attempted to contact the Regional Transportation District Counsel (RTD), but was unable to confer with RTD before the time for filing this Motion had run.  

4. On November 23, 2011, RTD filed a Notice of Non-Opposition to Motion for Extension of Time.  RTD is not opposed to the extension of time to file Exceptions.

5. Longmont, BNSF, and RTD are the only parties in this matter.

6. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the Motion and will waive response time to the Motion on our own motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Objections to the Recommended Decision of the Administrative Law Judge (Motion) filed by the City of Longmont on November 21, 2011 is granted.  All parties to the Docket shall be permitted file their exceptions in this proceeding on or before January 12, 2012.

2. The Commission waives response time to the Motion.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders as necessary.
