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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On December 1, 2011, Blue River Shuttles, L.L.C. (Blue River Shuttles), filed an application for authority to publish Time Schedule No. 2 on less-than-statutory notice.
2. On October 11, 2011, Blue River Shuttles filed an application, in Docket 
No. 11A-823CP-TA, for temporary authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in scheduled service and call-and-demand limousine service between the Permit Lodging Shuttle Stops in Breckenridge, Colorado, on the one hand, and points in the Towns of Alma, Blue River, and Fairplay, Colorado, on the other hand.
3. The Commission gave notice of the application on October 24, 2011.

4. On November 4, 2011, in Decision No. C11-1178, the Commission granted Blue River Shuttles’ application for temporary authority.
B. Findings of Fact

5. In compliance with Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of Decision No. C11-1178, Blue River Shuttles filed Passenger Time Schedule No. 1 on November 16, 2011.  Blue River Shuttles, in Passenger Time Schedule No. 1, proposed to provide three daily round-trips between Breckenridge, on the one hand, and points in the Towns of Alma, Blue River, and Fairplay, on the other hand.  The proposed effective date of Passenger Time Schedule No. 1 was November 22, 2011.

6. On December 1, 2011, Mr. Eric Munden, the owner of Blue River Shuttles filed an application to cancel Passenger Time Schedule No. 1 and replace it with Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 on less-than-statutory notice.  In Passenger Time Schedule No. 2, Blue River Shuttles proposes to provide two daily one-way trips from Alma, Blue River, and Fairplay, to Breckenridge, and one daily one-way trip from Breckenridge to Alma, Blue River, and Fairplay.
7. In support of the less-than statutory notice application, Mr. Munden states: 

To operate Time Schedule No. 1, Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. would need to employ four (4) qualified drivers.  Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. has been unable to locate and hire four drivers.  Thus, Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. has not been able to provide the service named in Time Schedule No. 1.  The inability to locate qualified drivers who can satisfy the requirements of Federal, State, and Local Rules and Regulations may prevent Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. from providing the service named in Time Schedule No. 1 for an unknown period of time.

Blue River Shuttles L.L.C. has the work force required to operate Time Schedule No. 2.

C. Conclusions

8. Under Rule 6207(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

9. The Commission finds that Blue River Shuttles has shown good cause for approval to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 on less than 30 days’ notice.  We therefore grant the application on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on December 1, 2011, by Blue River Shuttles, L.L.C. (Blue River Shuttles), is deemed complete.

2. The Application for authority to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 on 
less-than-statutory notice filed by Blue River Shuttles is granted.
3. Blue River Shuttles is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and Passenger Time Schedule No. 2, attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.
4. The advice letter and Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 shall initiate 
a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules (see http://www.dora.state.co.us/puc/trans/TransFilingTariff.htm).  The advice letter and Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 shall not be filed in this application proceeding.

5. The advice letter and Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Order.  The advice letter and Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 shall be filed by 12:00 p.m. (noon) of the last business day prior to the effective date.
6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
