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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:
I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. In accordance with § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., the Commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected, and after opportunity to be heard as provided in the case of complaints, may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it. 

2. A review of the contract carrier permits issued by the Commission has revealed a discrepancy.  Although the vast majority of carriers who hold authority to provide non-emergent medical transportation services for Medicaid clients through the Commission are restricted to providing services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, five carriers have permits which restrict them to providing transportation services only for Logisticare. 

3. Logisticare is the Medicaid broker which has been assigning trips to carriers and reimbursing carriers for performing non-emergent medical transportation in the Denver metro counties. As of January 1, 2012, First Transit will be the Medicaid broker for the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld.  Logisticare will no longer be the broker in providing non-emergent medical transportation services for Medicaid clients in Colorado. 

4. The Commission proposes to eliminate the obsolete language from the affected contract carriers and replace Logisticare with the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing to ensure that the contract carrier permits will remain valid regardless of the Medicaid broker.  The permits in question were issued before the practice of identifying the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing as the contracting party was put into effect.  Thus, the intent of the Commission’s proposed permit modification is to conform the affected permits to the current practice.
B. Conclusion

5. Amending the contract carrier permits in this manner is in the public interest. There exists a continuing need for non-emergent medical transportation for Medicaid clients, and the contract carriers with existing authority from the Commission to have demonstrated the operational, managerial, and financial fitness that the Commission requires of common and contract carriers. 

6. The language of the permits for the affected carriers, who are listed in Appendix A, attached to this Order, will be put on public notice by means of the next bi-weekly transportation notice, which will be issued on January 3, 2012.  The standard public notice period of 30 days will allow the affected carriers and other carriers who could potentially claim that the change in language should not occur, sufficient time to file interventions opposing the change.  An Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will be assigned to this matter and will conduct a hearing, if necessary.

7. The failure of a motor carrier identified in Appendix A to this notice to file comments or otherwise respond to this Order or to the public notice shall constitute that carrier’s acquiescence with the Commission’s proposed permit language modification.  In such an event, so long as no other person that has been granted intervention opposes the permit language modification, the Commission, through an ALJ, will issue a recommended decision on the merits of this matter, which decision will effectuate the permit modifications contemplated by the public notice of this proceeding.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This matter is opened for the purpose of the possible modification of the contract carrier permits of the motor carriers identified in Appendix A.

2. This matter is assigned to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the issuance of a recommended decision.  If necessary, the ALJ shall conduct a hearing.

3. The failure of a motor carrier identified in Appendix A to this Order to file comments or otherwise respond shall constitute that carrier’s acquiescence with the Commission’s proposal to remove references to “Logisticare” and the accompanying address information and to identify the contract carrier customer to be served as “The Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1560 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado 80202.”
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
