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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
November 3, 2010, Colorado Jitney, LLC
 (Applicant) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution by minute entry during the Public Utilities Commission’s (Commission or PUC) Weekly Meeting held 
December 15, 2010

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on 
November 8, 2010.  As originally noticed, the application sought extension of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55785 as follows:

a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers in call-and-demand limousine service:  
(1)
between all points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Downing Street and 1st Avenue, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in Glenwood Springs, Colorado, on the other hand, with service to all intermediate points located within five miles of the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Highway C 470 in Jefferson County, and the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Highway 82 in Glenwood Springs, Colorado; and
(2)
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Eagle, Grand, Gunnison, Pitkin, Routt, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.  
RESTRICTION:  
Item (2) is restricted against providing any transportation service to or from any points in the City and County of Denver that are located east of Peoria Street, as extended.   
3. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC; Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Go Alpine); Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (Home James); Casino Transportation, Inc. for itself as the owner and operator of Certificate Nos. 48419 and 52393 and as the lessee/operator of PUC Certificate No. L48716 and Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc. as the owner of Certificate No. 48716 (collectively CTI) timely intervened of right.

4. On January 5, 2011, the Stipulated Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC, D/B/A Colorado Jitney and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., d/b/a/ Alpine and/or Go Alpine to Restrictively Amend the Application, for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervenor's Intervention, and for a Waiver of the Response Time was filed.  Go Alpine and Applicant have engaged in negotiations concerning Go Alpine's interest in the Application, as compared to Applicant's request for an extension of authority and the service it intends to offer.  As a result of negotiations between the parties, Applicant requests that its Application be restrictively amended as set forth in the stipulation.  The intent of the restriction is to eliminate Routt County, Colorado, from all parts of the Application.  Go Alpine further advises the PUC that if the Application is amended as stipulated, its interest in the Application will be satisfied and its Intervention will be withdrawn.

5. On January 5, 2011, the Stipulated Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC, d/b/a Colorado Jitney and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. to Restrictively Amend the Application, for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervenor's Intervention, and for a Waiver of the Response Time was filed.  Home James and Applicant have engaged in negotiations concerning Home James's interest in the Application, as compared to Applicant's request for an extension of authority and the service it intends to offer. As a result of negotiations between the parties, Applicant requests that its Application be restrictively amended as set forth in the stipulation. The intent of the restriction is to eliminate service to and from Grand County, Colorado, to and from Denver County in Part (2) of the Application.  Home James further advises the PUC that if the Application is amended as stipulated, its interest in the Application will be satisfied and its Intervention will be withdrawn.

6. On January 5, 2011, the Stipulated Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC, d/b/a Colorado Jitney and Casino Transportation, Inc. and Four Winds, Inc. d/b/a People's Choice Transportation, Inc. to Restrictively Amend the Application, for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervenor's Intervention, and for a Waiver of the Response Time was filed.  CTI and Applicant have engaged in negotiations concerning CTI's interest in the Application, as compared to Applicant's request for an extension of authority and the service it intends to offer. As a result of negotiations between the parties, Applicant requests that its Application be restrictively amended as set forth in the stipulation. The intent of the restriction is to restrict Applicant from providing service to, from, or between points in Gilpin County, Colorado by the extension of authority requested.  CTI further advises the PUC that if the Application is amended as stipulated, its interest in the Application will be satisfied and its Intervention will be withdrawn.

The proposed amendments provided for in the stipulations restrict the scope of the application as noticed, is clearly stated, and enforceable.  The amendments will be accepted.

Based upon the acceptance and approval of the amendment to the application, the interests of Go Alpine, Home James, and CTI in this docket have been satisfied and the interventions of Go Alpine, Home James, and CTI are withdrawn.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC, D/B/A Colorado Jitney and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., d/b/a/ Alpine and/or Go Alpine to Restrictively Amend the Application, for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervenor's Intervention, and for a Waiver of the Response Time filed January 5, 2011, is granted.  

2. The Stipulated Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC, D/B/A Colorado Jitney and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. to Restrictively Amend the Application, for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervenor's Intervention, and for a Waiver of the Response Time filed January 5, 2011, is granted.  

3. The Stipulated Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC, D/B/A Colorado Jitney and Casino Transportation, Inc. and Four Winds, Inc. d/b/a People's Choice Transportation, Inc. to Restrictively Amend the Application, for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervenor's Intervention, and for a Waiver of the Response Time filed January 5, 2011, is granted.  

4. The interventions of Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Go Alpine); Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (Home James); Casino Transportation, Inc. for itself as the owner and operator of Certificate Nos. 48419 and 52393 and as the lessee/operator of PUC Certificate No. L48716; and Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc. as the owner of Certificate No. 48716 are withdrawn.

5. As amended, and unless further restricted, Colorado Jitney, LLC
 has applied for an order of the Commission authorizing an extension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55785 as follows:

A.
Transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in scheduled service and in call-and-demand limousine service, 

(1)
Between all points within one mile of the intersection of Broadway and Pearl Street in Boulder, Colorado, on the one-hand, and the ski areas of Arapahoe Basin, Breckenridge, Copper Mountain, Eldora, Keystone, Loveland, Vail, and Winter Park, Colorado, on the other hand; and 

(2)
Between Union Station, 1701 Wynkoop Street, in Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and the ski areas at Arapahoe Basin, Aspen, Beaver Creek, Breckenridge, Copper Mountain, Eldora, Keystone, Loveland, Vail, and Winter Park, Colorado, on the other hand.

B.
Transportation of 

passengers in call-and-demand limousine service:

(l)
Between all points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Downing Street and 1st Avenue, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in Glenwood Springs, Colorado, on the other hand, with service to all intermediate points located within five miles of the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Highway C470 in Jefferson County, and the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Highway 82 in Glenwood Springs, Colorado;

(2)
Between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Eagle, Gunnison, Pitkin, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand. 

(3)
Between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Boulder, Douglas and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the County of Grand, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(1) 
Item B(1) is restricted against providing any transportation service to, from or between any points in Gilpin County, Colorado;

(2) 
Item B(2) is restricted against providing any transportation service to or from any points in the City and County of Denver that are located east of Peoria Street, as extended.

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.
