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I. statement

1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application for approval of the 2011 Wind Request for Proposals (2011 Wind RFP) of targeted wind solicitation and for waivers of Commission Rules (Application) on December 3, 2010.  
2. By Decision No. C11-0029, mailed January 11, 2011, the Commission deemed the Application complete; granted or noted interventions;
 referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ); ruled on the issue of extraordinary protection for highly confidential information; and denied the motions to stay the Application and/or strike and/or postpone the issuance of the 2001 Wind RFP.

By Interim Order No. R10-1362-I, Docket No. 10A-377E, mailed December 22, 2010, among other things, Public Service’s Motion for leave to amend its original Application was granted, as well as its request for a shortened notice and intervention period.  In addition, 

3. given the Commission’s directives in Decision No. C10-1355, Docket No. 10A-377E, mailed December 20, 2010, the ALJ stayed that docket pending a more definitive statement from the Commission outlining policy directives it wishes to be followed.  

4. In outlining its policy directives, as well as addressing several motions by parties to this docket, the Commission determined that an Initial Commission Decision should be issued in Docket No. 10A-377E with the matter to be heard by the undersigned ALJ.  In addition, the Commission ruled on several other issues in Docket No. 10A-905E.  The Commission issued Decisions in both dockets.  Decision No. C10-1355, in Docket No. 10A-377E, among other things, directed that the ALJ assist in the preparation of an Initial Commission Decision.  Decision No. C11-0029 in Docket No. 10A-905E granted several interventions; referred the matter to the undersigned ALJ; determined the treatment of information deemed to be highly confidential; and denied motions to stay the application and/or postpone the issuance of the 2011 Wind RFP.  

5. Of note, on January 14, 2011, E.ON Climate & Renewables North America, LLC (E.ON) filed a Notice of Withdrawal of Petition for Intervention.  As a result, E.ON is no longer a party to this docket or Docket No. 10A-377E.  

6. As indicated above, on January 3, 2011, the Commission conducted deliberations in this docket preceding the issuance of Decision No. C11-0029, addressing several key issues.  As part of those deliberations, the Commission articulated its view regarding the scope of this docket, and to some extent, Docket No. 10A-377E, which were not fully captured in that Decision.  

7. As a result of the above indicated events, the ALJ finds it appropriate to hold a pre-hearing conference to gather additional information from the parties especially in light of the Commission’s pronouncements and E.ON’s withdrawal from both dockets, as well as to determine a procedural schedule, particularly if it is determined that the two dockets should be consolidated.  

8. A pre-hearing conference will be held on Friday, January 28, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  The parties should be prepared to discuss setting a procedural schedule and any other appropriate matters.
