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I. statement

1. On December 9, 2010, the Application of i-wireless (i-wireless) LLC for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado (Application) was filed.

2. On December 9, 2010, accompanying the Application, i-wireless’ Motion for Waiver was filed.  The motion is for a permanent waiver of Rule 2187(d)(III) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2.  

3. Rule 2187(d)(III)  requires that the Application for designation as an ETC include:

A description of the service area for which the applicant seeks designation as an ETC. If designation for a specific service area, rather than a statewide designation, is sought, the application shall include both a description of such service area by metes and bounds and a map displaying the service area.
4. The motion first states “i-wireless describes the geographic area(s) within which it requests designation as an ETC and provides a list of certain Qwest exchanges to describe the requested service area.”  Motion for Waiver at p. 1.  It is argued that creation of a metes and bounds legal description for the scope of requested territory is unnecessary and would be unduly cost prohibitive.

5. Exhibit 6 to the Application is a Description of Territory for Which ETC Designation is Sought.  The exhibit identifies several central offices by name, CILI code, County, and Provider.

6. Qwest Corporation (Qwest) exchanges upon which the territory is based are depicted on detailed maps included with Qwest’s Exchange and Network Services Tariff Colo. P.U.C. No. 23 on file with the Commission.  Additionally, the tariff is readily available on Qwest’s Effective Tariff website. It is found that the Application, along with Qwest’s publicly available tariff, provides an adequate description to put interested parties on notice as to the proposed service area.

7. No response was filed to the request for waiver.

8. Good cause shown for the unopposed request, a waiver of the Application requirement requiring any further description will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Applicant i-wireless, LLC’s Motion for Waiver filed December 9, 2010, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
