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I. statement

1. On December 17, 2010, Mr. Hussein Omor Moomin (Petitioner) filed a Petition for Waiver of Safety Regulations-Driver (Petition).  Petitioner sought a waiver of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6102(a) to allow him to operate a motor vehicle for passenger transportation.  

2. Petitioner provided no additional information regarding the physical issue that precludes him from operating a motor vehicle transporting passengers.  The Petition does not contain any further information regarding the reason for the waiver.  The Petition does not specify the length of time for which the waiver is requested.  

3. At the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting of December 21, 2010, the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

4. As indicated on the first page of the Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations-Driver, to be included with the petition is a copy of the driver’s driving record for at least the past three years; a history of any accidents and citations for traffic violations that the driver has received for at least the past three years; a copy of the driver’s medical examination; an opinion from the doctor concerning whether the driver could safely operate a motor vehicle coupled with a short description of the reason for the physical disqualification; and a copy of the driver’s road test administered by the motor carrier and the certificate issued pursuant to 391.31(b0 through (g).  

5. Mr. Moomin failed to provide any of the required information with his Petition.  On December 28, 2010, the undersigned ALJ contacted Mr. Moomin by telephone to request that he file the missing information within one week of that telephone call.  Mr. Moomin failed to provide the requested information.
6. By Interim Order No. R11-0043-I, mailed January 13, 2011, Mr. Moomin was required to file that information as indicated on the Petition and outlined in the Interim Order within seven days of its effective date, or by the close of business on January 20, 2011.  The Interim Order further stated that if Mr. Moomin failed to file the required information by the close of business on January 20, 2011 the Petition for Waiver would be dismissed.
7. No information was filed by Mr. Moomin as required in Interim Order No. R11-0043-I, therefore, the Petition for Waiver is dismissed.  Mr. Moomin may file another petition for waiver at a later time.  It is urged that he supply all the required information necessary to make a determination of whether to grant the petition.
8. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations filed by Mr. Hussein Omor Moomin is dismissed without prejudice.

2. The docket is now closed.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

4. As provided by §40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.


a)
If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the Recommended Decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of §40-6-114, C.R.S.


b)
If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in §40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
