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I. statement

1. On November 9, 2010, AC Limo, Corp. (Applicant) filed an application to operate as a common carrier to transport passengers in call-and-demand limousine service and call-and-demand charter service between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld (Application).

2. On November 22, 2010, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand limousine service and call-and-demand charter service 

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado. 

3. On November 15, 2010, Applicant filed a supplement to the Application which was to clarify its proposed authority.

4. On December 28, 2010, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

5. Intervenors in this docket include RDSM Transportation, Ltd, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (RDSM); Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado &/or Yellow Cab NOCO, and Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express &/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado &/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or SuperShuttle NOCO (collectively, Colorado Cab); and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi).
6. By Interim Order No. R11-0012-I, dated January 6, 2011, a pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for January 25, 2011.  In addition, since Applicant is a Colorado corporation, it was required to either obtain legal counsel or show cause why legal counsel was not necessary.  Applicant was required to comply with this requirement by the close of business on January 20, 2011.

7. The pre-hearing conference was convened at the scheduled date and time.  Appearances were entered by Applicant, counsel for RDSM, Colorado Cab, and Metro Taxi.  During the course of questions posed to Applicant by the ALJ, it became apparent that Applicant was not at this time fully familiar with the Commission’s regulations regarding applications, the requirement to obtain legal counsel or to show cause why legal counsel was not necessary, or the distinction between the various types of transportation services Applicant indicated it proposed to provide on the Application.  

8. As a result, rather than attempt to propose a service for Applicant that he did not wish to pursue, it is found that the best recourse in this instance is to dismiss the current Application with prejudice.  This will allow Applicant the opportunity to contact Commission Transportation Staff and discuss the various types of transportation service and the requirements necessary to provide each of those services.  Once Applicant reaches a determination based on those discussions as to the service he wishes to provide, he can then reapply and the application process can move forward.

9. The ALJ encourages the Applicant, Mr. Williams, to take this opportunity to spend as much time as necessary discussing his goals and aspirations for a transportation service with Commission Transportation Staff in order to better understand what can be a complex application process.  

10. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application of AC Limo, Corp. for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire is dismissed without prejudice.  

2. Applicant may file a new application at any time.

3. This docket is now closed.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

5. As provided by §40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.


a)
If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the Recommended Decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of §40-6-114, C.R.S.


b)
If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in §40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
