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I. statement

1. This is a civil penalty assessment proceeding brought by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) against the Respondent, Larry Holle, doing business as Bus Express (Respondent or Holle).

2. In Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 94763, Staff alleges that 43 rule violations against Respondent.  The subject CPAN seeks imposition of a civil penalty in the amount of $26,345.00 for these alleged violations.  

3. By Decision No. R10-1388-I, a hearing was scheduled in this matter for February 2, 2011, in Denver, Colorado.  

4. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) called the matter for hearing at the assigned time and place.  Staff appeared through Counsel and Respondent appeared pro se.  

5. As a preliminary matter, Respondent made an oral motion to continue the hearing to allow additional time to obtain legal representation in this proceeding.  

6. Staff objected to the request and made clear that they were ready to proceed with the case.  Staff also noted that Respondent had every opportunity to obtain counsel, if they wished to do so.  

7. The ALJ noted that the proposed penalty is significant and found that Staff will not be prejudiced by a short delay in the proceeding to allow Respondent to obtain counsel.  Based upon good cause shown, the request for continuance was granted.  This decision memorializes that continuance.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The request of Larry Holle, doing business as Bus Express, for a continuance of the hearing in this matter is granted.
