A. Statement

1. In Decision No. C10-1192, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission issued a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NOPR) regarding its Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 on November 3, 2010.
2. Pursuant to this decision, several participants filed Initial Comments for the Commission’s consideration.  Initial Comments were to be submitted by January 6, 2011.
3. On January 13, 2011, Commission Staff hosted a workshop to discuss and clarify outstanding issues in the rulemaking.

7. On January 27, 2010, a hearing in this Docket was held.  Parties requested a continuance, to allow for further progress in developing consensus rules.
