I. statement

1. The captioned consolidated proceedings were initiated on December 3, 2010, when Public Service Company of Colorado filed Advice Letter No. 1576-Electric, Advice Letter No. 790-Gas, and Advice Letter No. 114-Steam with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).
2. On December 28, 2010, the Commission suspended the tariffs accompanying these advice letters and referred these matters to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  See, Decision Nos. C10-1376, Docket No. 10AL-908E; C10-1378, Docket No. 10AL 910G; and C10-1379, Docket No. 10AL-911ST.
3. On January 12, 2011, the Commission issued a decision establishing an initial suspension date of May 3, 2011, for the tariffs accompanying these advice letters and shortening the intervention period to January 26, 2011.  See, Decision No. C11-0033.  On February 3, 2011, the ALJ issued an order extending the suspension period through August 1, 2011.  See, Decision No. R11-0122-I.
4. On January 27, 2011, Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel (CF&I), filed a Petition for Late Intervention (Petition) in this matter.  In support of the Petition, Climax and CF&I state that they inadvertently calendared that intervention due date one day after the shortened intervention deadline set forth in Decision No. C11-0033.

5. No party has objected to the Petition.  Good grounds having been shown, it will be granted.

6. On January 28, 2011, Holly Rachel Smith, Esq. filed a Motion for Leave to Modify Verified Motions (Motion to Modify) previously filed in connection with her request to appear in this matter as out-of-state counsel for Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. and Sam’s East, Inc.
  The purpose of the Motion to Modify is to reflect Ms. Smith’s intent to also serve as out-of-state counsel for intervenors Safeway, Inc. and the Colorado Retail Counsel.

7. No party has objected to the Motion to Modify.  Good grounds having been shown, it will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition for Late Intervention filed on January 27, 2011, by Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel, is granted.

2. The Motion for Leave to Modify Verified Motions of Holly Rachel Smith for Pro Hac Vice filed on January 28, 2011, is granted.  Holly Rachel Smith is granted pro hac vice admission to appear on behalf of Safeway, Inc. and the Colorado Retail Counsel in the captioned consolidated proceeding. 

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
