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I. statement
1. At the Technical Conference convened on February 1, 2011, Applicant Regional Transportation District (RTD) indicated that it desired to advise the Commission further on technical aspects of the applications that arose in the course of the Technical Conference.  Counsel for RTD requested that the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) outline a procedure by which a further conference could be held that would not violate the prohibition against ex parte communication with the Commission.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1105(a), Rules of Practice and Procedure.

2. The ALJ directed counsel for RTD to confer with the Commission’s advisory staff (Staff) as well as the parties that have intervened in Docket No. 10A-745R (Lamar Street Intervenors) and determine a mutually agreeable date and time for a further conference.  Because the scheduling of the further conference would take into account the availability of the participants, the ALJ agreed that statutory notice would be waived.

3. On February 11, 2011, RTD filed a Consent Motion to Authorize Conference (Consent Motion).  The Consent Motion represents that counsel for RTD has coordinated the scheduling of the further technical conference with Staff and the Lamar Street Intervenors.  All parties are available on February 17, 2011, and request that the conference be convened at 10:30 a.m.

4. Good cause existing therefor, and the Consent Motion being in compliance with the ALJ’s instructions, a further technical conference will be set as requested in the Consent Motion.
