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I. statement
1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-0120-I, issued on February 2, 2011, a public comment session was convened in the Commission offices on February 17, 2011, and an evidentiary hearing was scheduled for February 22, 2011.

2. In response to statements made at the public comment session, applicant Regional Transportation District (RTD) decided that further time and effort should be committed to gathering information regarding the possibility of including audible warnings for pedestrians using the proposed crossings.

3. On February 18, 2011, RTD filed a Consent Motion to Continue Hearing Date (Motion), seeking to delay the evidentiary hearing to permit the analysis described above.  The only intervenor parties in these consolidated proceedings
, represented by Mr. Truel West, do not oppose the request for continuance.

4. The Motion was filed too late on April 18, 2011, to permit this Order to be issued that day.  Accordingly, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) advised the parties by electronic mail that the hearing would be continued and that on February 22, 2011,
 the parties should provide the Commission with their availability for a rescheduled hearing.

5. The ALJ finds good cause for the Motion and no possibility of prejudice to opposing parties by virtue of intervenors’ consent.  The Motion will be granted.

6. The ALJ has consulted with counsel for RTD and with Mr. West regarding availability of parties and witnesses for a rescheduled hearing.  The hearing will be convened on April 8, 2011, in the Commission offices.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Consent Motion to Continue Hearing Date is granted.

2. An evidentiary hearing shall be convened as follows:
