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I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-0054-I, issued on January 14, 2011, Applicant TJM Holdings, LLC, doing business as Student Transportation Connections (TJM or Applicant) was directed to perform two tasks in preparation for a hearing in this matter.  First, TJM was ordered to establish its closely-held status or enter an appearance through counsel on or before February 7, 2011.  Second, TJM was ordered to file and serve a disclosure of the witnesses and exhibits it intends to present at hearing on or before February 11, 2011.

2. As of the date of this Decision, Applicant has performed neither of these tasks.

3. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-0148-I, issued on February 8, 2011, the hearing in this matter is scheduled for February 28, 2011.

4. On February 14, 2011, Intervenor MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (MKBS) filed a Motion in Limine and Motion to Dismiss the Complaint (Motions) grounded on the failure of Applicant to comply with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, and Decision No. R11-0054-I.  MKBS also requested that response time to the Motions be shortened in light of the impending hearing date.

5. As of the date of this Decision, Applicant has filed no response to the Motions.

6. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds good cause to shorten the response time on Intervenor’s Motions.  Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1400 specifies 14 days for response to a motion unless the Commission allows a shorter or greater time.  In this case, Applicant has had nearly six weeks to comply with the Commission’s procedural order but has not done so.  MKBS is entitled to a ruling on its Motions prior to the commencement of the hearing since the gravamen of the Motions goes to the evidence that Applicant may be allowed to introduce as well as the potential for prejudice to MKBS by virtue of Applicant not disclosing its proposed evidence in advance of the hearing as required.

7. Accordingly, response time on the Motions will be shortened to ten days, making Applicant’s response due before 4:00 p.m. on February 24, 2011.  In the interest of providing the parties with a clear picture of the status of this Docket in advance of the hearing date, the ALJ will rule on the Motions on February 25, 2011.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. For good cause shown, response time on the Motion in Limine and Motion to Dismiss (Motions) filed and served by Intervenor MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi on February 14, 2011, is shortened to ten days.

2. Any response to the subject Motions from Applicant TJM Holdings, LLC, doing business as Student Transportation Connections must be filed and served before February 24, 2011, at 4:00 p.m.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
