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I. STATEMENT
1. On February 23, 2011, the Dash Motion for Stay of All Procedural Dates was filed by Dash Government Services, LLC (Dash or Applicant).
2. Dash Carrier Services LLC (DCS), parent of Dash, has been acquired by Bandwidth.com effective February 23, 2011.  As a result of the acquisition of DCS, portions of the Dash Application must be amended. Further, responses to certain of the data requests propounded by Intervenors will also be impacted by the transaction.

3. Stay or suspension of procedural dates is requested so that resources may be conserved pending amendment.

4. In light of Applicant’s prior waiver of the applicable statutory period, no prejudice will come to any party by vacating the procedural schedule until the application can be amended.  Based thereupon, response time will be waived and the request granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Dash Motion for Stay of All Procedural Dates filed by Dash Government Services, LLC on February 23, 2011, is waived and the request granted.

2. The procedural schedule in this matter is vacated.  

3. The hearing scheduled in this matter for June 6 through 10, 2011, is vacated.
