I. statement

1. The captioned proceedings were initiated on December 3, 2010, when Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 1576-Electric, Advice Letter No. 790-Gas, and Advice Letter No. 114-Steam with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  PSCo requested that the tariff pages accompanying the subject advice letters become effective on January 3, 2011.  

2. On December 28, 2010, the Commission suspended the tariffs accompanying these advice letters and referred these matters to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  See, Decision Nos. C10-1376, Docket No. 10AL-908E; C10-1378, Docket No. 10AL-910G; and C10-1379, Docket No. 10AL-911ST.
3. On January 12, 2011, the Commission consolidated these proceedings, established a procedural schedule, and established an initial suspension date of May 3, 2011, pursuant to § 40-6-111(1)(b), C.R.S.  See, Decision Nos. C11-0032 and C11-0033.
4. On January 31, 2011, PSCo filed the direct testimony and exhibits of Terry D. Staley and James R. Spaanstra.  
5. On February 3, 2011, the ALJ vacated the procedural schedule previously established by the Commission and extended the suspension period for an additional 90 days; i.e., through August 1, 2011.  See, Decision No. R11-0122-I.  
6. Timely interventions were filed in this consolidated matter by Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC); the City and County of Denver (Denver); the City of Boulder (Boulder); the City of Arvada (Arvada); the City of Westminster (Westminster); the City of Aurora; the City of Longmont (Longmont); City of Commerce City (Commerce City); Intrawest/Winter Park Operations Corporation (Intrawest); the Colorado Retail Council (CRC); Safeway, Inc. (Safeway); Sam’s West, Inc. (Sam’s); and Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. (Wal-Mart).  A Petition for Late Intervention filed by Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel (CF&I) was granted on February 15, 2011.  See, Decision No. R11-0168-I.
7. A pre-hearing conference was held in this proceeding on February 23, 2011.  See, Decision No. R11-0122-I issued February 3, 2011.  PSCo, CEC, Denver, Boulder, Arvada, Westminster, Longmont, Commerce City, Intrawest, CRC, Safeway, Sam’s, Wal-Mart, Climax, and CF&I appeared through their respective counsel.
8. At the pre-hearing conference the parties provided the ALJ with a stipulated procedural schedule which among other things, called for an “at issue” date of May 25, 2011.   The ALJ expressed concern that the proposed schedule would not provide sufficient time for issuance of an administratively final decision prior to the current August 1, 2011 suspension deadline.  In order to resolve that issue, PSCo agreed to modify the subject advice letters so as to extend the effective date of such advice letters by 30 days; i.e., from January 3, 2011 to February 2, 2011.  This effectively extends the suspension period by 30 days; i.e., from August 1, 2011 through August 31, 2011.  PSCo has agreed to make appropriate filings implementing this modification on or before February 25, 2011.  

9. Subject to modification of the effective dates of the advice letters discussed above, the procedures/procedural schedule stipulated to by the parties is acceptable to the ALJ and will be adopted by the order that follows.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The interventions filed in this proceeding by Colorado Energy Consumers; the City and County of Denver; the City of Boulder; the City of Arvada; the City of Westminster; the City of Aurora; the City of Longmont; the City of Commerce City; Intrawest/Winter Park Operations Corporation; the Colorado Retail Council; Safeway, Inc.; Sam’s West, Inc.; Wal-Mart Stores, Inc.; Climax Molybdenum Company; and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel, are granted.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado shall make appropriate filings with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission  modifying the proposed effective dates for Advice Letter No. 1576-Electric, Advice Letter No. 790-Gas, and Advice Letter No. 114-Steam from January 3, 2011 to February 2, 2011, on or before February 25, 2011.

4. Intervenors shall file their answer testimony and exhibits on or before March 28, 2011.

5. Intervenors shall file any desired cross-answer testimony and exhibits on or before April 18, 2011.

6. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file any desired rebuttal testimony and exhibits on or before April 18, 2011.

7. Discovery shall be governed by Rule 1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405.

8. All discovery shall be completed on or before May 2, 2011.

9. All motions relating to cross-answer and rebuttal testimony and exhibits; all non-dispositive pre-hearing motions; and all settlements shall be filed on or before May 2, 2011.

10. Any dispositive pre-hearing motions shall be filed on or before April 25, 2011.
11. Any desired post-hearing statements of position shall be simultaneously filed by the parties on or before May 25, 2011.  

12. All pleadings shall be served on all other parties electronically the same day they are filed with the Commission.
