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I. statement
1. On February 18, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a Motion to Amend the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Public Service requests that the procedural schedule adopted in this consolidated proceeding by Decision No. R11-0158-I, issued February 10, 2011, be amended due to the unavailability of one of its witnesses.  

2. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R11-0158-I is as follows: Public Service Bid Evaluations filing date - February 18; Answer Testimony due date - March 7; Rebuttal Testimony due date - March 18; Hearing dates - March 30-31; Closing Statements of Position due date - April 8; and an Initial Commission Decision no later than May 1, 2011

3. The parties also agreed to a ten-calendar day turnaround time for discovery propounded prior to February 18, 2011.  Subsequent to February 18, 2011, the turnaround time for discovery is to be five calendar days.  In addition, the deadline for filing dispositive motions was set at March 15, 2011.

4. By its Motion, Public Service seeks to modify the above procedural schedule as follows:  Answer Testimony due on March 14; Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony due on March 25; an evidentiary hearing on April 11-12 and the afternoon of April 13 if needed; Closing Statements of Position due on April 20; and an Initial Commission no later than May 9, 2011.

5. Public Service represents that no party responding to the proposed revisions to the schedule raised any objection to the changes.

6. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds good cause to grant the Motion without modification.  The proposed amendments to the procedural schedule will be adopted.  Further, since no party responding to Public Service’s request objects to the Motion and no party will be prejudiced by the changes, response time to the Motion is waived.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to Amend the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.

2. The amended procedural schedule as set out in Paragraph No. 4 is adopted.

3. Response time to Public Service’s Motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
