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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the complaint by Front Range Mining & Milling Corp. (Front Range) against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).  Front Range filed its complaint on February 7, 2011 alleging that Public Service had overbilled his account for electric service.

2. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held February 9, 2011, the Commission referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. On February 11, 2011, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer, addressed to Respondent.  On that same day, the Commission set the hearing in this docket for March 29, 2011.  See Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  

4. On March 3, 2011, Public Service filed its Answer.

5. Upon initial review of the Complaint, and as pointed out in Public Service’s Answer, the Complaint references documents that were not filed as part of the Complaint.

6. Parties are advised that if documents are intended to be offered as part of the evidence upon which a decision will be made in this matter, such party shall bring to the hearing a stapled copy for the official record, a stapled copy for the undersigned judge, and a stapled copy for each party to the proceeding.

7. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

8. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The parties shall comply with the requirements established in this Order. 

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
