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I. STATEMENT  

1. On December 20, 2010, All City Transport, LLC (All City or Applicant), filed a Verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. MT Acquisitions, LLC, doing business as Mountains Taxi (Mountains Taxi or Intervenor), and Applicant, collectively, are the Parties.  
3. The procedural history of this docket is stated in previous Orders.  
4. On February 9, 2011, Applicant filed an amendment to the Application to add a restriction to the authority sought in the Application.  For the reasons stated in Decision No. R11-0164-I, issued February 15, 2011, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) sought clarification of the proposed amendment.  The ALJ ordered the Parties to make a filing, on or before February 24, 2011, concerning clarification of the proposed amendment.  

5. On February 22, 2011, Mountains Taxi made a filing in which it states that it would withdraw its intervention provided Applicant makes a filing to amend the Application to include the following restriction:  

(F)
Against providing any transportation service that originates from any point in Jefferson County, State of Colorado, that is located west of a line beginning on the Boulder County and Jefferson County line, said point is 7.5 miles west of the intersection of the Adams, Broomfield, and Jefferson County lines; then south along this line to the intersection of Colorado Highway C-470 and Interstate 70; thence south and east along Colorado Highway C-470 to its intersection with the Jefferson County and Douglas County line; and thence south and west along the Jefferson County line to its intersection with the Park County line.  
In its filing, Mountains Taxi represents that Applicant agreed to make such a filing.  As of the date of this Order, Applicant has not made a filing to amend the Application to include the clarified restriction.  

6. The ALJ finds it necessary to determine whether Applicant agrees with Mountains Taxi’s filing and whether Applicant will amend its Application to include the quoted restriction.  In addition, if Applicant will not amend its Application, it is necessary to schedule an evidentiary hearing and to establish a procedural schedule in this case.  

7. The ALJ will order All City to make, on or before March 18, 2011, a filing that either seeks to amend the Application to conform to Mountains Taxi’s proposed restriction (quoted above) or informs the ALJ and the Intervenor that the restriction is unacceptable.  The ALJ will determine whether to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule after receipt of Applicant’s filing.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before March 18, 2011, All City Transport, LLC, shall make a filing as discussed in ¶ 7, above.  
2. This Order is effective immediately.
