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I. statement

1. On March 8, 2011, Applicant Cricket Communications, Inc. (Cricket) filed and served an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule (Motion).  The Motion includes a request for a waiver of response time on the ground that the only other party in the Docket has been consulted and does not oppose the Motion.  The schedule in this Docket had been established by Decision No. R11-0112-I, issued on February 1, 2011.

2. Cricket represents that following discussions with Intervenor Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff), Cricket has resolved to further amend the subject application.  Staff does not oppose the Motion and agrees that the application should be amended.
  Cricket has previously waived the statutory timeline for disposition set forth in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

3. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds good cause for the Motion.  The parties are cooperating on the language of the proposed amendment so that the scope of the application will be clear and accurate.  As the Motion is unopposed, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  Response time to the Motion will also be waived.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and direct Cricket to file a second amended application no later than April 15, 2011.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule (Motion) filed and served by Applicant Cricket Communications, Inc. (Cricket), is granted.

2. Response time on the Motion is waived.

3. All previously scheduled procedural dates are vacated.

4. Cricket shall file and serve a second amended application no later than April 15, 2011.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
