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I. statement

1. On March 4, 2011, Intervenor MKBS, LLC (MKBS), filed and served an Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing Date (Motion).  The Motion was based on the unavailability of counsel for MKBS for the hearing set on April 14, 2011, due to unexpected out-of-state travel.

2. The Motion also stated that counsel for MKBS had conferred with the representative of Applicant A Plus Bus, LLC, Mr. Justin Pfeifer, and counsel for Intervenors Colorado Cab Company, LLC and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. regarding the Motion.  Neither of these parties opposed the request to continue the hearing date to accommodate counsel’s scheduling conflict.

3. On March 22, 2011, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) communicated with the parties via e-mail, indicating his willingness to grant the Motion but expressing concern that the requested continuance could not be granted unless Applicant waived the 210-day resolution deadline created by § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  The ALJ also requested that the parties agree upon a new hearing date from a set of options presented in the email.

4. On March 28, 2011, Mr. Pfeifer responded to the ALJ by email and indicated his willingness to waive the 210-day timeline on behalf of Applicant.  Applicant’s waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., is hereby acknowledged.

5. Good cause appearing therefor, and in the absence of prejudice to any party, the Motion will be granted.

6. All parties communicated their availability for a rescheduled hearing in May, 2011.  The hearing will be convened on May 17, 2011.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing Date filed and served by Intervenor MKBS, LLC, is granted.
