I. statement

1. On March 8, 2011, the Colorado Retail Council (CRC); Safeway, Inc. (Safeway); Sam’s West, Inc. (Sam’s); and Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. (Wal-Mart) filed a Motion to Update Intervention Petition and to Merge Safeway’s Intervention Into That of CRC (Motion) in the captioned consolidated proceeding.  Subsequently, on March 28, 2011, Safeway filed a Notice of Withdrawal (Notice) pursuant to Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1309(d).

2. Collectively, the Motion and Notice indicate that Safeway’s interest in these matters will be adequately represented through the intervention filed by CRC.  As a result, Safeway requests that its individual intervention be withdrawn.  Sam’s and Wal-Mart will continue to maintain their status as individual intervenors.

3. Responses to the Motion were due on March 22, 2011, but none were filed.  Therefore, it will be granted as uncontested.  See, 4 CCR 723-1-1400.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Update Intervention Petition of Colorado Retail Council, Safeway, Inc., Sam’s West, Inc., and Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. and to Merge Safeway’s Intervention Into That of CRC is granted.

2. Safeway, Inc., along with its representatives George Waidelich and Wendall Mitchell, shall be removed from the service list relating to the captioned consolidated proceeding.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
