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I. statement
1. On March 28, 2011, Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC and Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC (Trinchera Ranch) filed a Motion to Deem Public Service’s Inadequate Privilege Log a Waiver of Privilege with Respect to Certain Communications or, in the Alternative, Request for In Camera Review of Certain Communications, and Request for Shortened Response Time.  Trinchera Ranch requests that response time be shortened to close of business on Thursday, March 31, 2011.

2. Pursuant to Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400, Interim Order No. R11-0336-I mailed March 30, 2011, response time to Trinchera Ranch’s motion is shortened to close of business on April 1, 2011.  

3. On March 30, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its Response to Trinchera Ranch’s Request for Shortened Response Time.  According to Public Service, due to an email addressing error on the part of Trinchera Ranch, its legal counsel did not receive notice of Trinchera Ranch’s motion.  Additionally, since Trinchera Ranch filed a hardcopy of its motion with the Commission rather than through the e-filing system, notice of the motion did not appear on the Commission’s e-filing system until the afternoon on March 29, 2011.  Public Service also raises concerns regarding the complicated issues of fact and law that require additional time in which to respond.  Therefore, Public Service requests that its response to Trinchera Ranch’s motion be due on April 6, 2011.

4. The ALJ is persuaded by Public Service’s reasons to amend Interim Order No. R11-0336-I.  Given the e-mail problems in serving Public Service’s legal counsel and the delay in posting Trinchera Ranch’s motion on the Commission’s e-filing system, good cause is found to set response time to the motion to the close of business on April 6, 2011.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Trinchera Ranch’s Motion to Deem Public Service’s Inadequate Privilege Log a Waiver of Privilege with Respect to Certain Communications or, in the Alternative, Request for In Camera Review of Certain Communications, and Request for Shortened Response Time is set for close of business on April 6, 2011.

2. Interim Order No. R11-0336-I is amended to reflect the new response time.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
