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I. STATEMENT

1. On April 1, 2011, a CO A R Motion for Extension was filed by Jawaid Bazyar, Jennifer Hinojosa, Andrew Plocienniczak, Robert Finley, and Cindy Foster.

2. A review of the documents electronically attached to the filing in the Commission’s E-Filings System reveals several inconsistencies between information input in the e-filing process and documents electronically attached or associated with the filing.  

3. The documents electronically attached would indicate all five filings are requests of Judith A. Riley, Regulatory Consultant, on behalf of WDT World Discount Telecommunications, Co.; Operator Service Company, LLC; Telekenex, Inc.; Futurum Communications Corporation, doing business as Forethought; and Intelletrace, Inc. for extension of time to file annual reports with the Commission.

4. Rule 1211 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, addresses issues regarding implementation of the Commission’s E‑Filings System, including provisions regarding conflicts between images uploaded and information input into the system by the filer. This rule provides that information input in the e‑filing process shall prevail over inconsistencies in the attached images.

5. Reviewing the intent expressed in the attached images, the filings were intended to be made on behalf of entities required to file annual reports.  The consultant attempted to make filings on behalf of others; however, she was not yet authorized to do so in the E-Filings System.  

6. The Commission continues to encourage the participation of parties and counsel in the E-Filings System for the benefit of the Commission and all parties.  Particularly in light of this not being an adjudicatory proceeding and no prejudice resulting from granting the requested relief, additional time will be granted sua sponte.  Those companies referenced in the attached images will be granted an extension up to and including May 30, 2011, for the filing of 2010 Annual Reports.

7. The regulatory consultant is advised that, in order to electronically file the subject annual reports through the Commission’s E-filings System, the respective companies must first register in the system and then authorize her to file on their behalf. 

8. The motions will be denied as moot.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before May 30, 2011, WDT World Discount Telecommunications, Co.; Operator Service Company, LLC; Telekenex, Inc.; Futurum Communications Corporation, doing business as Forethought; and Intelletrace, Inc. shall file their 2010 Annual Report required by Rule 2006(a) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.  

2. The CO A R Motion for Extension filed by Jawaid Bazyar, Jennifer Hinojosa, Andrew Plocienniczak, Robert Finley, and Cindy Foster on April 1, 2011, are denied as moot.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
