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I. statement

1. On April 13, 2011, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company LP (Black Hills) filed its Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Date, Notice of Settlement and Motion for Waiver of Response Time.  Black Hills notifies the administrative law judge that a comprehensive settlement in principle has been reached in this proceeding.  Black Hills seeks to have the currently-scheduled deadline for filing of Rebuttal Testimony and Cross Answer Testimony vacated so that parties may focus efforts on reducing the agreement to writing for Commission consideration.  A waiver of response time is requested because all parties to this proceeding will either join in the Settlement Agreement or agree not to oppose the Settlement Agreement. 

2. The requested relief being unopposed, and Black Hills having previously waived the applicable statutory period in this matter, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

3. Good cause shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Date, Notice of Settlement and Motion for Waiver of Response Time filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company LP on April 13, 2011, is waived and the request is granted.

2. The deadline currently established for the filing of Answer Testimony and Cross Answer Testimony is vacated.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
