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I. statement

1. On February 10, 2009, Colorado Sightseeing Tours, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).
2. Intervenors in this docket were, The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as, Scenic Mountain Tours; The Colorado Sightseer, Inc.; and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi).  However, Metro Taxi and Applicant subsequently entered into a stipulation and settlement agreement which restricted the authority sought by Applicant
3. A hearing in this matter was set for July 21 and 22, 2009 in Boulder, Colorado by Decision No. R09-0514-I on May 13, 2009.  
4. On July 17, 2009, Applicant filed a Motion to Continue Hearing.  According to Applicant, it wished to continue the hearing to a later date in order to provide it adequate time to review and analyze the Intervenor’s Exhibits and Witness Lists that were required to be filed by close of business on July 20, 2009.  Applicant requested that the hearing currently scheduled for July 21 and 22, 2009 be continued to a date to be determined later.  That motion was granted pursuant to Decision No. R09-0784-I, mailed July 21, 2009.
5. However, since Decision No. R09-0784-I was issued, Applicant filed no other pleadings with the Commission to set a new hearing date in this application proceeding.  Nor has Applicant provided any further information regarding its intentions to move its Application forward.  

6. Due to the passage of time in this matter without any communications from Applicant regarding the Application, it is apparent that the Application is dormant.  Therefore, the Administrative Law Judge will dismiss the Application without prejudice and close this docket.  Applicant may file another application at a later date if it so wishes.
7. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application of Colorado Sightseeing Tours, LLC for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire is dismissed without prejudice.

2. This docket is now closed.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

4. As provided by §40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the Recommended Decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of §40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in §40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
