I. STATEMENT

1. On December 17, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 791-Gas.  Public Service asked for an effective date of January 17, 2011.

2. By Decision No. C11-0040, dated January 13, 2011, the Commission set the tariffs for hearing and suspended their effective date for 120 days, or through May 17, 2011.  The Commission also referred this matter to the undersigned Hearing Commissioner.

3. At the prehearing conference held on February 17, 2011, Public Service, in conjunction with its presentation of a proposed procedural schedule that had been agreed to by all parties, offered to extend the effective date of Advice Letter No. 791-Gas by 21 days.

4. Consistent with its offer, on March 1, 2011, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 791-Gas Amended, which advice letter asked for an effective date of February 7, 2011.

5. The effect of Advice Letter No. 791-Gas Amended is to change all of the suspension period dates set forth in Decision No. C11-0040.  Thus, pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission now has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages through June 7, 2011 (the first suspension period of 120 days), and by separate order for an additional 90 days, or through September 5, 2011.  Thus, if the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or June 7, 2011, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before September 5, 2011, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The proposed effective date, February 7, 2011, of the tariff pages filed by Public Service Company of Colorado, with Advice Letter No. 791-Gas Amended now determines the end dates of the suspension period established by Decision No. C11-0040.  The 120-day period of suspension now runs through June 7, 2011, or until further order of the Commission.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
