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I. STATEMENT
1. On December 9, 2010, the Application of i-wireless LLC (i-wireless) for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado (application) was filed.
2. By Decision No. R11-0114-I, filed February 2, 2011, a hearing is scheduled to commence in this matter on May 2 and 3, 2011.

3. On April 13, 2011, i-wireless, Trial Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado; the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority; and the Office of Consumer Counsel (collectively the Parties) filed their Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, to Vacate the Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  The Parties simultaneously filed the Stipulation for consideration.

4. By Decision No. R11-0408-I, mailed April 18, 2011, a hearing was scheduled to consider the Motion and the parties were informed of questions regarding the Stipulation.  The stipulating parties were encouraged to file a written response to the questions to supplement the Stipulation so that the need for hearing could be reconsidered.

5. On April 22, 2011, the Joint Motion to Supplement Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, to Vacate the Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  The Parties filed the Supplement to the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement clarifying the provisions of the Stipulation in response to the questions posed in Decision No. R11-0314-I.  Based thereupon, it is requested that the procedural schedule be vacated, the necessity to file testimony be waived, and both hearing dates be vacated.

6. The Parties also request a waiver of response time because no other parties have intervened in this proceeding, and as such no party will be prejudiced by such waiver.

7. Based upon good cause shown, the procedural schedule be vacated and both hearing dates shall be vacated.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to all pending motions is waived. 

2. The procedural schedule in this matter is vacated.

3. The hearing on the Joint Unopposed Motion to Approve Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceeding scheduled for April 26, 2011 is vacated.

4. The hearing to consider the merits of the application scheduled to commence on May 2, 2011 is vacated.

5. Any requests for further relief are taken under advisement and will be ruled upon by separate Order.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
