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I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 16, 2011, Sondra Kay Slaughter, doing business as Tiggers Ride (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On February 28, 2011, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed in this proceeding; established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R11-0386-I vacated that procedural schedule.  
3. The following parties intervened:  Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express &/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado &/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters); and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado &/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Yellow Cab NOCO).  Each of these entities is represented by counsel.  

4. Shamrock Charters and Yellow Cab NOCO, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. By Minute Order dated April 6, 2011, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
6. By Decision No. R11-0385-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this docket for April 29, 2011.  Applicant did not appear at the prehearing conference.
  Intervenors were present, were represented, and participated.  The ALJ elected to proceed with the prehearing conference in Applicant’s absence.  The ALJ made oral rulings during the prehearing conference; this Order memorializes those rulings.  

7. Applicant requested that the hearing in this matter be held in Erie, Colorado.  The ALJ will deny this request because Erie, Colorado is near Denver, Colorado and the Commission’s offices.  The hearing will be held at the Commission’s offices.  
8. Applicant’s inability to attend the prehearing conference meant that the evidentiary hearing could not be scheduled.  Consequently, the ALJ will order Applicant to make, on or before May 20, 2011, a filing that contains a proposed date for the evidentiary hearing.  Counsel for Intervenors and witnesses for Intervenors are available the week of August 1 through 5, 2011.  The hearing will be held that week.  

9. Before making the May 20, 2011 filing, Applicant must confer with Intervenors’ counsel so that the proposed date is satisfactory to all Parties.  The ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing and will establish a procedural schedule in this matter by subsequent Order.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before May 20, 2011, Sondra Kay Slaughter, doing business as Tiggers Ride, shall make a filing with respect to a proposed hearing date, as discussed above.  
2. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in previous Orders issued in this docket.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
