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I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-0471-I, issued on May 3, 2011, the parties have conferred and agreed on a procedural schedule.
  The schedule establishes deadlines for filing testimony, a two-day evidentiary hearing, and post-hearing dates for statements of position, recommended decision and exceptions.

2. Counsel for Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado filed a Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule and Vacate Prehearing Conference (Motion) on May 13, 2011.  The Motion represents that all parties approve of the proposed schedule which is attached to the Motion.
