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I. statement
1. On May 10, 2011, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Interim Order No. R11-0507-I which set a technical conference in this matter for June 6, 2011.

2. On May 18, 2011, the Regional Transportation District (RTD) filed a Motion to Continue Technical Conference Due to Witness Unavailability (Motion).  RTD requested that the technical conference be vacated and continued to a later date.
