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I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 16, 2011, Sondra Kay Slaughter, doing business as Tiggers Ride (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On February 28, 2011, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed in this proceeding; established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R11-0386-I vacated that procedural schedule.  
3. By Minute Order on April 6. 2011, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
4. The following entities intervened of right:  Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express &/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado &/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters), and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado &/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Yellow Cab NOCO).  

5. Shamrock Charters and Yellow Cab NOCO, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. By Decision No. R11-0472-I, the ALJ required Applicant to file suggested hearing dates that are acceptable to the Parties.  On May 19, 2011, Applicant made a filing that contained two suggested hearing dates.  The ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this matter for August 3, 2011, which is one of the suggested dates.
  

7. The ALJ will adopt the following procedural schedule:  (a) on or before June 10, 2011, Applicant will file her list of witnesses
 and complete copies of the exhibits she will offer in her direct case; (b) on or before July 8, 2011, each Intervenor will file its list of witnesses and compete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; and (c) on or before July 27, 2011, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement reached.  

8. The testimony in this proceeding will be presented through oral testimony at the evidentiary hearing.  For each witness (except a witness offered in rebuttal), the following information must be provided:  (a) the witness’s name; (b) the witness’s address; (c) the witness’s business or daytime telephone number; and (d) a brief statement of the subject matter areas about which the witness is expected to testify.  This information will be contained in the list of witnesses to be filed in accordance with the procedural schedule.  
9. No person (except a witness offered in rebuttal) will be permitted to testify unless the witness is listed on a witness list and all the information required by ¶ 8 is provided.  

10. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in rebuttal or an exhibit to be used in cross-examination) will be filed in advance of the hearing.  The exhibits will be filed in accordance with the procedural schedule.  
11. No document (except a document offered in rebuttal or a document to be used in cross-examination) will be admitted into evidence unless a complete copy of the document is filed as required by ¶ 10.  

12. The procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 will govern discovery in this matter.  

13. Except in testimony or as necessary to support or to oppose a motion, discovery requests and responses to discovery will not be filed with the Commission.  

14. The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, it is the responsibility of the party offering a document as an exhibit to provide:  (a) a copy of the document to be marked as an exhibit at hearing; (b) a copy of the document for the ALJ; and (c) a copy of the document for each of the other parties.  The fact that the exhibits are filed in advance of the hearing does not relieve a party of the obligation to provide the required copies of each document at hearing.  The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, the Commission will not make copies of documents to be offered as exhibits.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

2. The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before June 10, 2011, Sondra Kay Slaughter, doing business as Tiggers Ride, shall file her list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits she will offer in her direct case; (b) on or before July 8, 2011, each Intervenor shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; and (c) on or before July 27, 2011, the Parties shall file any stipulation or settlement reached in this matter.  

3. For each witness, the list of witnesses must contain the information as stated in ¶ I.8.  

4. No person (except a witness offered in rebuttal) shall be permitted to testify unless that person is identified in the list of witnesses filed in accordance with this Order.  

5. No document (except a document offered in rebuttal or a document to be used in cross-examination) shall be admitted into evidence unless a complete copy of the document is filed in accordance with this Order.  

6. The procedures and timeframes contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 shall govern discovery in this matter.  

7. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in this Order and in previous orders issued in this docket.  

8. This Order is effective immediately.
