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I. StatemeNt
1. By Decision No. R11-0463-I, issued April 29, 2011, what was described therein as the first three phases of mitigation plan testing was approved, subject to further modification by agreement.  The plan to perform the first phase testing was anticipated to be filed by May 22, 2011.   

2. On May 23, 2011, the Status Report of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to the Administrative Law Judge’s (ALJ) Interim Order, Decision No. R11-0463 was filed.  Public Service requests additional guidance from the Commission, or alternatively, requests mediation of a current impasse.

3. As the schedule originally contemplated testing to occur without further delay, the undersigned ALJ will sua sponte establish and shorten response time to Public Service’s requested relief, as ordered below.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to Public Service Company of Colorado’s request for additional guidance from the Commission, or alternative, request for mediation of a current impasse is shortened to seven days.  

2. Any party desiring to file a response to the motion shall do so on or before May 30, 2011.
3. This Order is effective immediately.
