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I. statement

1. Zone Transportation, LLC (Applicant), initiated the captioned proceeding on March 28, 2011, by filing an application seeking authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  The application included certification of good standing from the Colorado Secretary of State.

2. On April 11, 2011, the Commission provided public notice of the application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed.

3. On April 19, 2011, Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc. (Hy-Mountain), and Snow Limousine, Inc. (Snow), filed their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel.  This filing also included copies of the respective authorities held by Hy‑Mountain and Snow.

4. On May 18, 2011, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

5. Since the application is contested it is appropriate to set it for hearing.  Applicant has requested that the hearing in this matter be set in Eagle County and the filing by Intervenors Hy-Mountain and Snow asserted no objection to such venue.  The ALJ directs the parties to confer and propose to the ALJ no later than June 13, 2011, a mutually-acceptable date and time for an evidentiary hearing to be conducted at a location to be determined on one of the following dates:  August 16, 18, 23, or 25, 2011.  If the parties believe the hearing will occupy more than one day, they should so state.  Any party who does not participate in this meet and confer process will be deemed to have waived objections to the hearing going forward on one of the specified dates.   

6. The ALJ notes that the application includes a statement that Applicant is represented in this matter by attorney Phillip Orscheln.  However, as the application does not provide a complete address for Mr. Orscheln, the ALJ will require him to enter an appearance in this Docket on or before June 17, 2011.

7. Applicant has not filed a list of witnesses and exhibits as required by Commission Rule 1405(e)(I).  Accordingly, Applicant shall file its list of witnesses and exhibits on or before June 24, 2011.

8. Intervenors Hy-Mountain and Snow have not filed their disclosure(s) of witnesses and exhibits.  Hy-Mountain and Snow shall file their list(s) of witnesses and exhibits on or before July 8, 2011.  

9. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule above.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties shall confer and contact the undersigned Administrative Law Judge on or before June 13, 2011, to communicate their preferred date for hearing in this matter as described in Section I, Paragraph 5.

2. The attorney for Zone Transportation, LLC (Applicant) shall enter an appearance as described in Section I, Paragraph 6 above on or before June 17, 2011.

3. Applicant shall file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits as described in Section I, Paragraph 7 above on or before June 24, 2011.

4. Intervenors Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc. and Snow Limousine, Inc. shall file their disclosures of witnesses and exhibits, as described in Section I, Paragraph 8, on or before July 8, 2011.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
