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procedural schedule
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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 25, 2011, correspondence was filed in the above-captioned matter by Doug Dean, Director of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  The Director requests that input from parties be sought to determine if the procedural schedule in this proceeding may be modified to limit the amount of legal expense incurred by the Commission in this fiscal year ending June 30, 2011.

2. By Decision No. R11-0409-I, issued April 19, 2011, a procedural schedule was established to govern this proceeding.  

3. A hearing in this proceeding is currently scheduled to be held on June 23 and 24, 2011.  Commission Staff and other Intervenors are due to file Answer Testimony & Exhibits on June 1, 2011.  Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP’s deadline to file Rebuttal Testimony and Exhibits is June 15, 2011.

4. In order to facilitate input while preserving the ability to grant the requested relief, the pending deadlines for filing of testimony will be vacated.  The scheduled hearing date will be retained at this point, and input from parties will be solicited on or before May 31, 2011. 

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Positions are solicited regarding modification of the procedural schedule in this matter to limit the amount of legal expense incurred by the Commission in this fiscal year ending June 30, 2011.  Any party desiring to provide input regarding modifications to the procedural schedule may file the same on or before May 31, 2011.

2. The deadlines for filing of answer and rebuttal testimony are vacated and will be reset after filings regarding the procedural schedule.
3. This Order is effective immediately.
