I. STATEMENT
1. On April 4, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application seeking authorization to decommission Cherokee Units 1 and 2.
2. By Decision No. R11-0557-I, issued May 2, 2011, a prehearing conference was scheduled without consulting scheduling availability of any party.  

3. On May 19, 2011, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge informally advised parties of a forthcoming order scheduling a prehearing conference.

4. On May 25, 2011, the Motion to Reschedule Status Conference to June 1, 2011 and for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  Due to unavailability of counsel, Noble Energy, Inc. (Noble); Chesapeake Energy Corporation (Chesapeake); and EnCana Oil & Gas (USA) (EnCana) request that the prehearing conference in this matter be rescheduled.

5. Fifteen minutes after distribution of informal communication by the ALJ, counsel for Noble, Chesapeake, and EnCana initiated discussion regarding changing the scheduled date due to scheduling conflicts.

6. On May 20, 2011, Counsel requested parties’ availability to conduct the prehearing conference on June 1, 2011 in order to accommodate the conflict.  All parties agreed to the change except Public Service.  Public Service appears not to have been able to determine a position on the request.  The undersigned infers that Public Service’s counsel is available or a conflict would have been immediately known.

7. The prehearing conference was set without consultation and prompt action was taken to resolve the scheduling conflict.  Due to the intervening holiday, there is only one business day remaining prior to the scheduled date.

8. No response has been filed at the time of this writing.

9. Based upon good cause shown, response time will be waived and the request granted.  The prehearing conference will be rescheduled as ordered below.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Motion to Reschedule Status Conference to June 1, 2011 and for Waiver of Response Time filed May 25, 2011 is waived and the request is granted.

2. The prehearing conference scheduled for May 31, 2011 is vacated.
