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I. STATEMENT 
1. On April 25, 2011, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 99919 (CPAN) on Shuttle King Limo, Inc. (Shuttle King or Respondent).  Service was by personal service.  The CPAN commenced this proceeding.  
2. The CPAN alleges that, on April 14, 2011, Respondent violated 49 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) § 396.3(b)(1), as incorporated by reference by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6102(a)(1), and violated 49 CFR § 396.3(b)(2), as incorporated by reference by Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6102(a)(1).  The CPAN seeks assessment of the maximum civil penalty for the two alleged violations (i.e., $ 1,000) and the surcharge required by § 24-34-108, C.R.S. (i.e., 10 percent or $ 100), for a total maximum assessment of $ 1,100.  

3. On May 2, 2011, counsel for testimonial Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in this matter.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1007(a), Staff counsel identified the testimonial Staff and the advisory Staff in this proceeding.  

4. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  
5. On May 11, 2011, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
6. On May 25, 2011, Staff filed, in one document, an Unopposed Motion to Vacate All Pre-hearing Deadlines, for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and [for] Waiver of Response Time.  The Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation) is Exhibit A to that filing.
  

7. The Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Response Time states good cause.  As no party will be prejudiced, the ALJ will grant the Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Response Time.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate All Pre-hearing Deadlines and to the Unopposed Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  

8. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate All Pre-hearing Deadlines states good cause.  As no party will be prejudiced, the ALJ will grant the Unopposed Motion to Vacate All 
Pre-hearing Deadlines and will vacate all deadlines established in Decision No. R11‑0517‑I.  

9. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge now transmits to the Commission the record in this proceeding along with a written recommended decision.  
II. FINDINGS, DISCUSSION, AND CONCLUSION  
10. Respondent is a corporation.  
11. Respondent holds, and provides luxury limousine service pursuant to, PUC Authority LL-01445.  
12. The CPAN was served on Respondent by personal service.  Respondent does not dispute service.  

13. Respondent does not challenge the Commission’s jurisdiction, and the record establishes the Commission’s jurisdiction in this proceeding.  The Commission has subject matter jurisdiction over this case and personal jurisdiction over Respondent.  

In the Stipulation at ¶ 1, Respondent admits, and on this basis the ALJ finds, that on April 14, 2011, Respondent violated 49 CFR § 396.3(b)(1), as incorporated by reference by Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6102(a)(1), as alleged in Count No. 1 of the CPAN.  The ALJ finds that the Respondent should be assessed a civil penalty for this admitted violation.  The maximum civil penalty for this admitted violation is $ 500.  

In the Stipulation at ¶ 1, Respondent admits, and on this basis the ALJ finds, that on April 14, 2011, Respondent violated 49 CFR § 396.3(b)(2), as incorporated by reference by Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6102(a)(1), as alleged in Count No. 2 of the CPAN.  The ALJ finds that the Respondent should be assessed a civil penalty for this admitted violation.  The maximum civil penalty for this admitted violation is $ 500.  

The Parties have settled on a total assessment of $ 500.  Stipulation at ¶ 2.  The $ 500 assessment includes both a civil penalty for the two admitted violations and the required 10 percent surcharge.  

14. The Parties have agreed to conditions on the assessment.  First, pursuant to a payment plan, Respondent will pay the assessment in two installments of $ 250 each.  Stipulation at ¶ 2.  Second, if Respondent fails to comply with the payment plan or fails to make payment in full, Respondent will be immediately liable for the full assessment of $ 1,100, less any payment made.
  Id.  

The Parties stipulated to facts that, in their opinion, support the Stipulation.  The stipulated facts are:  (a) the violations came to light during a routine safety and compliance investigation conducted by Staff and not as the result of a complaint made to the Commission; (b) Respondent has admitted to the maximum level of culpability; (c) upon receipt of the CPAN, Respondent took action to correct the alleged violations and to cure the recordkeeping deficiencies that led to the issuance of the CPAN; and (d) Respondent has cooperated with Staff in resolving this matter.  Stipulation at ¶ 4.  The ALJ adopts these stipulated facts.  

As additional support for the Stipulation, the Parties state that settlement of this case both promotes administrative efficiency and conserves the resources of the Commission and the Parties.  Stipulation at ¶ 2.  The Parties also state that “this settlement will not have precedential effect on any other Commission matter.”  Motion at ¶ 6 (citations omitted).  
The ALJ has reviewed the Stipulation in light of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1302(b),
 the purposes of civil penalty assessments, and the record.  The ALJ considered the Rules that Respondent violated and their public safety purposes, considered Commission guidance provided in previous civil penalty decisions, considered the purposes served by civil penalties, considered the stipulated facts, and considered the range of assessments that the Commission has found to be reasonable in other civil penalty cases.  The ALJ also considered the fact that this Stipulation will have no precedential effect.  

The ALJ finds that the assessment of $ 500 and the conditions achieve the following purposes underlying civil penalty assessments:  (a) deterring future violations by Respondent; (b) motivating Respondent to comply with the law in its luxury limousine operation; and (c) punishing Respondent for its past behavior.  
15. Based on review of the Stipulation and consideration of the factors discussed, the ALJ finds that the $ 500 assessment is reasonable; that the conditions are reasonable; and, consequently, that the Stipulation is just and reasonable.  
16. The Unopposed Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement states good cause.  Granting the Unopposed Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Unopposed Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and will approve the Stipulation.  
17. Based on the findings above and in accordance with the Stipulation, Respondent will be ordered to pay the assessment of $ 500 in accordance with the schedule contained in ¶ 2 of the Stipulation.  In addition, Respondent will be liable for the entire and maximum assessment of $ 1,100, less any payment made, if Respondent does not meet the conditions stated in the Stipulation.  

18. Pursuant to § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge recommends that the Commission enter the following order.  

III. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement is granted.  

2. The Stipulation and Settlement Agreement is approved.  The Stipulation and Settlement Agreement is attached to this Decision as Appendix A and is incorporated here by reference as if fully set out.  
3. Consistent with the admissions of liability made by Shuttle King Limo, Inc. (Respondent), and subject to the conditions stated below, Respondent is assessed a total of $ 500, which assessment includes both a civil penalty and, as required by § 24-34-108, C.R.S., a 10 percent surcharge.  

4. Respondent shall pay the assessed $ 500 in two payments of $ 250, each payment to be made in accordance with the schedule contained in ¶ 2 of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement attached to this Decision as Appendix A.  

5. Consistent with the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement attached to this Decision as Appendix A and the discussion above, the failure of Respondent to comply with the provisions of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement attached to this Decision as Appendix A shall result in Respondent’s being liable for $ 1,100, less any payment made pursuant to the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  If this Ordering Paragraph No. 5 is invoked, the $ 1,100, less any payment made, shall be due and payable immediately.  
6. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate All Pre-hearing Deadlines is granted.  

7. The filing requirements established in Decision No. R11-0517-I are vacated.  

8. The Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

9. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate All Pre-hearing Deadlines is waived.  

10. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Approval of Amended Stipulation and Settlement Agreement is waived.  

11. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

12. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

13. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.

�  With respect to the full assessment coming due on failure to pay in full or on failure to comply with the payment plan, Respondent expressly waives its right to hearing; its right to take exceptions; its right to file an application for reconsideration, reargument, or rehearing; and its right to judicial review.  Stipulation at ¶ 3.  


�  That Rule lists eight factors that the Commission considers when determining whether to impose a civil penalty in a contested proceeding.  The ALJ is aware that this is a settlement and not a contested proceeding and that, as a result, the Rule is not applicable.  The ALJ considered these factors as guidance.  
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
